Dear Friends of Richwoods Tennis,

The tennis courts at Richwoods High School are in desperate need of repair.  Your support is vital in repairing the courts that have provided opportunities to students, past and present, to learn and play the game of tennis.

Each year, hundreds of PE students are introduced to the sport on these courts.  In the fall and spring seasons, the girls and boys tennis teams use the courts for practices and school meets, and to host conference and sectional tournaments for high school players around Peoria.

Unfortunately, the Richwoods tennis courts have not been repaired or resurfaced for a number of years, and now have large worn areas and wide cracks running through the playing surface.  With strained public-school budgets, there is no funding to make repairs to the courts in the foreseeable future.

We are re-launching a fundraising campaign to raise the $70,000 required to repair and resurface the courts. Our goal is to raise the money in this calendar year so that we can schedule the resurfacing by early March.  Donations will be placed in a designated account at the Peoria Public Schools Foundation to be used only for the repair and resurfacing of the Richwoods tennis courts.   The Foundation is an independent, community-based, non-profit organization dedicated to sustaining and extending excellence in Peoria Public Schools.  It is recognized by the Internal Revenue Service as a 501 (c) (3) non-profit organization, and donations to it are tax deductible as allowed by law.
